It is within the octave of Christmas each year that we
also honor Mary. Dom Guéranger reflects on this great plan of God: “But it is
today that we, the children of the Roman Church, must pour forth all the love of
our hearts for the Virgin-Mother, and rejoice with her in the exceeding happiness
she feels at having given birth to her and our Lord. During Advent we
contemplated her as with child, the world’s salvation. We proclaimed the glory of
that Ark of the New Covenant whose chaste womb was the earthly paradise
chosen by the King of Ages for His dwelling-place.
